	Justice & Wholeness- Jesus took care of people that no one else would (Luke 5:27-32) –How are you doing on this?

	Proclaiming the Gospel- Jesus unashamedly proclaimed the Word of God (Matt 4:23) –How are you doing on this?

	Bringing Holiness into everyday Living- Jesus lived his life without fear, pleasing his Heavenly Father (Matt 12:1-8) –How are you doing on this?
